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Notes for users:

B. Maxwell and HR GISolutions (Duncan) have edited the data base and brought it up to standard.  There are some comments on the data the user should understand.

- there is a lot of missing terrain data in the NE part of the project as this area is the Okanagan Mountain Park.  Terrain data input was not done here, as it was a consulting company who did the work and data input may not have been required.

- Under the column heading SURFM_1,

  some characters:

 A for anthropogenic soils such as roads or gravel pits and generally do not have an associated drainage class, the odd few do such as an abandoned gravel pit where drainage could be useful for reclamation.

N for not mapped such as for lakes or towns these usually do not have a drainage class.

If A and N are noted in a complex terrain unit i.e. a road and a gravelly deposit (natural soil) the drainage could be blank for the A or N and w (well drained) for the gravelly soil portion.

Except for A and N all other surficial materials must have at least one associated surface expression i.e. and FG h which means a glacial fluvial gravelly deposit which is h (hummocky); exceptions are for subsurface materials where the mapper could not determine the surface expression on deeper underlying materials.
There are likely more odd things so…….
